Italy and Japan, whose granted period of stay will not exceed 30 days each time.In addition, such nationals who hold diplomatic and official passports
are also practically exempted from visa for tourism.

Visa Exemption of Russia is for tourism purpose only. Thai Nationals visiting Russia with other purposes are required to apply for an appropriate visa in
order to avoid refusal of entry into Russia.

Thai Nationals obtaining tourist, crew member, or business visa to the USA, Canada, Schengen Area, Japan, or South Korea valid for at least three
months or a permanent residence in the USA, Canada, or EU valid at least for six months are visa exempted for Costa Rica. For more enquiries,

All types of Thai passports shall be exempted from visa to Panama for a visit of not exceeding six months, effective from December 1%t 2012.
Thai nationals obtaining a current USA visa (not type Transit C1) or Schengen visa (only types C and D) with validity of no less than 180 days from
the date of arrival in Colombia, including those with permanent residence in the USA and Schengen area, are visa exempted. The duration of the visa

exemption depends on the decision of the Colombian Immigration.
